4 Attach the Rear Bracket (E) to the Rear Mounting Locations on both sides with two M8 Nuts

(G) by using a 13mm ratchet or wrench. Do not completely tighten the nuts at this time.
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Attach the Middle Passenger Bracket (F) to the Middle Mounting Location on the Passenger’s
Side with two M8 Nuts (G) by using a 13mm ratchet or wrench. Do not completely tighten the
nuts at this time. NOTE: SKIP THIS STEP IF THE TRUCK IS A REGULAR OR SUPERCAB.

This step is for installing NXt Running Boards ONLY. Go to step 7a for Step Tubes. Go
to step 8a for Molded Side Steps.

Attach the NXt Running Board (A) to the braces. Move the bolts that are attached in the
channels of the board so that they are in the slots of the brackets. Attach the M8 Nuts (H)
using a 13 mm ratchet or wrench to the bolts once they are through the slot. Do not
completely tighten the nuts at this time. Repeat on other side.

This step is for installing NXt Running Boards ONLY. Go to step 7a for Step Tubes. Go
to step 8a for Molded Side Steps.

Adjust the board as necessary front to back. Once the board is in the desired location front to

back, tighten the nuts (H) that connect the board to braces. Repeat for other side.

Adjust the board as necessary up and down. Once the board is in the desired location up and

down, tighten the nuts (G) that connect the braces to the truck. Repeat for the other side.
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7a This step is for installing 6” Oval Step Tubes ONLY. Go to step 6a for NXt Running
Boards. Go to step 8a for Molded Side Steps.

Set the tube on the brackets and adjust as necessary front to back. Look under the tube to
determine which sets of slots will be used to attach the tube to the braces.

Remove the tube and install the 8mm U-nuts that come with the Step Tubes (I) into the slots
identified above. Use 2 U-nuts per brace location. Repeat on other side

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7b This step is for installing 6” Oval Step Tubes ONLY. Go to step 6a for NXt Running
Boards. Go to step 8a for Molded Side Steps.

Attach the tube to the braces using the 8mm x 20 mm Bolt that come with the Step Tubes (J).

Tighten bolts with a 13mm wrench or socket. Repeat for other side.

Adjust the tube as necessary up and down. Once the tube is in the desired location up and
down, tighten the nuts (G) that connect the braces to the truck. Repeat for the other side.

This Step is for installing the Molded Side Step ONLY. Go to step 6a for NXt Running
Boards. Go to step 7a for Step Tubes.

Place the Studded Brackets inside of the Molded board and twist the bracket until the brackets
are perpendicular to the board. Use the same number of studded brackets as there are vehicle
brackets on one side of the vehicle. Repeat step on both boards.
